Durable walking or trekking
footwear is highly recommended. Civilian style rain jacket may be appropriate. Clothing must
be serviceable — no holey, torn, ripped or stained articles. No shorts, dresses or skirts, tank
tops, opened toe shoes, flip-flops, or cowboy boots will be worn during training evolutions.
